CASA CONVENTUS

In Kremmydia, a small mountain village in Messenia, a
project was commissioned concerning a vacation house for
families or friends who value the simplicity of Mediterranean
landscape and village life. The plot, on a gentle slope at
the edge of the settlement, is defined by a curved, low-
traffic road and oriented southeast toward the valley and
the Messenian Gulf. Strict building regulations required
a stereotomic form with a pitched roof and terracotta
tiles, while the client requested a single-level dwelling for
accessibility and an unobstructed view. These parameters
defined the design process: a house in direct relation to the
landscape, following existing morphological constraints.
The dwelling unfolds through five gestures. A monolithic
plinth emerges from the terrain, housing auxiliary uses.
The main living areas occupy the two ends, ensuring light,
ventilation, and privacy. At the center, an open atrium forms
an elevated Mediterranean courtyard linking interior and
exterior space. Slender structural walls integrate service
zones, frame views, and shield semi-outdoor areas from
western sunlight. A pitched timber roof unifies all spaces,
guiding light and framing the gaze towards the landscape.
The composition is articulated as an architectural triptych:
the base, responding to the ground and the topography;
the core, containing interior and outdoor living spaces;
and the crown, an inverted timber roof with terracotta tiles,
emphasizing the garden as the dwelling’s focal element.
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
