The project was developed for the international competition
for the new Congress Center in Alicante. It began with a
central question: What is the role of a congress center
today? The first design steps focused on researching this
typology, its spatial organization, and its relevance after the
COVID-19 pandemic, which reshaped patterns of work and
mobility.

The study revealed that even the most active congress
centers remain unused for about 65% of the year, raising
questions about their relationship with the city during these
inactive periods.

The proposal is based on three design gestures. The
first defines the urban position of the building along the
waterfront. By locating the congress center linearly on Pier
7, Pier 9 is returned to the city as public space—a plaza and
urban void along the Esplanada d’Espanya. The second
and third gestures articulate the composition between the
specific and the generic. Four solid ceramic-clad prisms
contain the theaters, foyers, and offices, while a continuous
white concrete frame unites them, forming shaded semi-
open routes accessible to the public throughout the day.
The building operates as both civic and institutional
infrastructure: a hybrid between an event space and a public
realm. Through archetypal spatial forms—street, plaza, stoa,
and theater—it proposes a contemporary agora on Alicante’s
waterfront.”
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
